2. The Secretary of State for Health has asked Sir Ian Carruthers and Jan Ormondroyd to lead a national review of age discrimination in health and social care, to support delivery of the ban on age discrimination against people of 18 and over in services and public functions contained in the Equality Bill.

The review will produce a published report in October 2009 which will include recommendations on the timing of implementation of the ban and on those areas of age-based differentiation that should be maintained under the new law.  It will also advise on how to support the health and social care system to implement the public sector equality duty in respect of age.
