Key issues
King’s College Hospital Emergency Department Re-Development
· around 360 emergencies per day

· 8 of 360 are mentally ill

· Complicated issue regarding mental health (GIVE EXAMPLE)

· There is to be a separate unit for violence in the home victims

Stroke and Major Trauma Consultation 

· Hyper- acute stroke units, Local Stroke Units & Transient ischaemic attack (TIA) services
· 3 Major trauma networks proposed. One network option being proposed is King’s college Hospital, St Mary’s, St Georges and Royal London Hospital. 
· Consultation ends in April

Child Protection
· There was a discussion on Child Protection issues including mention of the death of ‘Baby P’ and the other children ‘H’ and ‘G’.

The Children’s Trust
· There was a report about Social Workers not turning up for appointments at Guys’ and not doing the job that they are meant to be doing. This is regarding newborns meaning that the babies who are at risk already are more at risk.
