Social Care Task Group
Update to Steering Group on 21st September 2009

At the Steering Group meeting on 2nd September Felicia Boshorin (Vice Chair- Social Care) and Alvin Kinch, LINk Team Leader spoke to those present proposed a Task Group focussing on Social Care rather than mobilising LINk Members to respond to the Fairer Access to Social Care Consultation. As the consultation’s deadline was 6th October it meant that who ever was involved would have 4 weeks to do this. Therefore it was thought that by ‘going back to basics’ by starting with a more general Task Group was a better option. In addition Felicia and Alvin are still exploring the possibility of contributing towards the Consultation.
Following the meeting Felicia and Alvin met on Monday 7th September to share ideas about the Social Care Task Group. Cambridge House volunteer Chloe Peacock was also present. The following was discussed at the meeting 

· The purpose of the Task Group; 

· Information gathering

· Bringing in people; Registered Members and Participants with knowledge of Social Care 

· Planning and delivering two Social Care Sessions; a general ‘Introduction to Social Care’ and meet the Commissioners session (also delivering general ‘Intro to the LINk’ sessions though not the sole responsibility of this Task Group)
· Increasing Registered Members’ knowledge of Social Care including topics such as Personalisation, Direct Payments and Individual Budgets
· To be an avenue through which people/ organisations can submit issues regarding Social Care

· Terms of Reference of Social Care Task Group to be produced 
Another meeting is arranged for Thursday 10th September with Felicia and Alvin whereby a draft Terms of Reference will be produced and at a date in the very near future be presented to the Steering Group. 
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
