1.4 Public space: request to address Steering Group from Tom White regarding Substance Misuse Service Re- configuration

Tom White (TW) is a LINk Member who has been exploring the substance misuse & alcohol service reconfiguration consultation process undertaken by Southwark Primary Care Trust working. (The service changes affecting Marina House and Blackfriars Drug Action Team.) Tom made it clear that he was not presenting on issues regarding the actual service changes but is focussed on whether or not the consultation process was done correctly or not. Ruth Carnell of NHS London advised him that the LINk would be an ideal body to address the issue. 
The Health and Adult Social Care Sub- committee (HASC), an Overview & Scrutiny Committee Sub- committee, had sent a letter to Donna Kinnair expressing their dissatisfaction with the process and a response was received in August whereby it appears that she is dismissing the HASC’s once TW wished for the LINk to consider this issue as he believed the consultation process was improperly conducted.
Thanks were extended to TW for his presentation.

Action points
· Diabetes Task Group the Steering Group were requested to endorse Felicia Boshorin as new lead of Task Group as Sandra has resigned from the Steering Group
There was some discussion about this and Bibisaffina Zafar (BZ) agreed to be the new lead of this Task Group

· Mental Health Task Group Steering Group were requested to endorse a referral to the Health & Adult Social Care Sub- Committee (HASC) an Overview & Scrutiny Sub- committee regarding the apparent lack of consultation/ engagement by NHS Southwark relating to the SLAM service/ commissioning changes 
· New Personalisation Task Group Steering Group were asked to endorse the establishment of a Personalisation Task Group

· Newborn & Maternity Care Proposal for Steering Group to make decisions whether Task Group continues and define focus of this Group 
Suggestion to re-advertise the vacant lead position and general membership for this Task Group.

· Representation Steering Group to nominate LINk Members to attend Statutory meetings, including consideration of Task Group Members as stated in ‘Representation’ paper. 
The Representation Paper was passed around the meeting and Members were invited to write their names next to the Committee/ Group of choice.

· Workplan Steering Group to endorse workplan which will show representative of the LINk & Host to publicise on the website

· Annual General Meeting (AGM) Steering Group to decide date for AGM
The Chair suggested that the AGM should be held in January or February. No further discussion was held on the matter.
· Budget for Task Groups Steering Group is asked to endorse this approach re. £500 budget per Task Group
A discussion ensued with various Members of the Steering Group stating their concerns about not having had suitable financial accounts. Barry Silverman (BS) objected to the approach to allocate £500 for each Task Group. He referred to the submission entitled LINk Southwark: Accounts and funding 2008/9 – 2010/11. The motion he proposed was not discussed by the Steering Group however the representation of passed expenditures - being in summary of three -year spreads -would be prepared for the next meeting. 

· Scrutiny See Host report for recommendations and considerations. The Chair suggested that the Scrutiny Team and Governance Task Group work together. BS said that he did not see the need for this as there was no link between the two.

4. HealthWatch- changes to LINk
AK said that Lambeth LINk had invited LINk Southwark to prepare a joint response to the White Paper Equity and Excellence: Liberating the NHS. There was a general agreement that this is a good idea and that an event could be jointly hosted. 
	Action: Host to forward the relevant documentation on the matter to the Steering Group in order to make an informed decision regarding a possible referral to the HASC of the Overview & Scrutiny Committee.

Agreed: for the Mental Health Task Group to refer matter HASC
Agreed: set-up a new Personalisation Task Group
Agreed: publicise the Task Group and call for new Members and a Lead
Action: Members to notify Host of their choice, if not done so at the meeting
Action: Steering Group agreed for Host to update the workplan and place on LINk website
Agreed: It was unanimously agreed that all future budgets of the LINk would be submitted to Steering Group for approval.
Action: host to prepare summaries of expenditures as referred to in the minutes.
Action: Host to contact Lambeth LINk to organise a joint consultation event
