Wednesday 15th March 2010
	1.1 Welcome

The Chair opened the meeting by welcoming all present.

1.3 Acceptance of the Agenda 

The Chair asked the Steering Group if the Agenda of the meeting was accepted. Fay Hall (FH) proposed  that the Agenda should  not be accepted since it did not give the Report of the Governance Working Party of which she was Chair due precedence. The Chair referred to the proposal for the consideration of the Governance Task Group Report within his Report, namely section 2, and said that this provides a procedure in which to handle the report.
FH objected to the proposed Procedure and proposed that there be immediate consideration of the Governance Task Group Report.
The Chair said that he was understanding of the wishes of FH and suggested a means of resolving the difficulty.  He said that he would place the proposals, contained in section 2 of The Chairs Report, immediately before the Meeting so as to subject the question of priority to a vote.  Procedurally, he would take the proposition presented by FM as an Amendment to the proposal in the Chairs Report which stood on the Agenda.  The Chair pointed out that, if the Amendment was carried, his own proposal would fall and the proposal from FH would then become the substantive motion.   If carried, this would allow the Meeting to proceed to immediate consideration of the Governance Task Group Report.  This was rejected by FH and the Meeting began to become unsettled as other Steering Group Members and Registered Members present made interventions.
There then followed interventions  about other items on the agenda including one from Bibisaffina Zafar (BZ) relating to a letter from the Chair and her reply which dated from the previous Autumn. She was reminded that it is on the agenda again as item 3.

The meeting became noisy with loss of order and was adjourned for 5 minutes with the purpose of restoring order.  At various times the Chair warned those present as to conduct.  The Meeting resumed with order restored
On the resumption
Stan Hardy (SH) intervened saying that he could not read the minutes of the previous meeting. A discussion ensued as to whether the minutes should be read aloud. A motion was proposed by BZ to read the minutes which was seconded by Dolly Mace (DM).  This resulted in no one being in favour.
During this time SH was abusive of  The Chair describing him as “silly man” and said that  he wished it to be minuted that he did not need to have the minutes read to him.

A further intervention by FH related  to  item 8 of the Minutes : Any other Business.   This recorded a request by Kris Hall (KH) for this to be a Special Meeting  to consider  the Report of the Governance Working Party which he had said was near completion.  It was proposed by FH, seconded by Jason Harris (JH), that the last 2 sentences of this Minute be removed
Ken Hoole (KHe) interrupted proceedings to raise issues of Governance and the Chair gave him a last warning in relation to the Code of Conduct regarding this further interruption. 
SH said that Chair had attacked him in writing & called the Chair a “Nasty little man”.
The Chair attempted to return the Meeting to the discussion of the Agenda and referred to the document entitled Attachment 1: Governance Task Group: Proposal to the Steering Group for Progressing this Report  - the  proposed the motion to accept this proposal  and for the Meeting to address the Governance Report as outlined in the document.
FH did not agree and referred to Point 1.2 of the document which talks about Parliamentary Procedure. She said that this does not need to be brought into the reading of the Governance Report.
Mike Colvin intervened saying said that the procedure is over- elaborate.

FH said that there are two amendments which need to be changed, that there was an urgency to reviewing these and that the Steering Group were at liberty to make those changes. A delay to the Steering Group elections was proposed.
Felicia Boshorin (FB) said that being the Steering Group Lead for overseeing Steering Group Elections is different from being the Governance Task Group Lead and that there is no connection connection between the two. 
Noisy exchanges followed with those attending shouting and disagreeing with one another which led to The Chair suspending the Meeting.
	Agreed: remove last two sentences of the minutes of the Meeting on  February 15th reading : “The Chair said that this was not appropriate as the item had not been requested at the beginning of the Meeting.  The Chair will consult with KH about this matter”
